
TROOP 22 SUMMER CAMP RESERVATION FORM

Camp Ware Scout Reservation

Troop 22 Summer Camp will be held the week of July 13-19, 2008 at Camp Ware Scout Reservation, 
near Rising Sun, MD.  Camp Ware is operated by the Chester County Council and consists of about 300 
acres in the southwestern corner of Chester County, Pennsylvania.  

Summer camp is an important activity for Troop 22 and is especially significant for boys who have just 
joined the troop.  This is where the boys really make their transition into Boy Scouts; they get to know 
each other better, have fun and earn their first merit badges.  It is also where younger scouts learn the 
outdoor and scouting skills needed to advance toward First Class rank and where older scouts can work 
on advanced merit badges, explore new areas and learn leadership skills.  

Troop 22 has reserved the Jubilee campsite, where we will hold a pioneering-style summer camp and 
strengthen our patrol method of leadership. We will be sleeping in 2-person platform tents with cots, 
grouped by patrol, with each patrol site consisting of 4-6 tents surrounding a fire circle.  We will prepare 
and serve most meals in our own campsite.

This year’s summer camp fee is $270.00 per scout, which includes all meals.  Please complete and 
send your reservation form, including a $50.00 non-refundable deposit check made out to Troop 
22 BSA, no later than March 24, 2008.  You can also deliver the form and check at any of the 
February or March troop meetings to the L. Moore.  

Reservations will be taken on a first-come, first-serve basis subject to receipt of the full payment 
($270.00 less $50 deposit) by Monday, May 12, 2008.   After that date, there will be a late fee of 
$15.00 and your reservation will be accepted only if space is still available.  In the event you need to 
cancel a reservation, a refund can be made only if a paying substitute can take your place.

A medical form, which all boys and adults attending camp must complete, and detailed information 
about what to bring to camp will be posted on the troop website on the Summer Camp page. Youth and 
adults under 40 must complete a Class 1 and 2 medical form; adults over 40 must complete a Class 
3 medical form (available on this website).  Please make your medical appointments as soon as 
possible!  Please make 2 copies of the completed form.  Turn in the original and 1 copy with your fee.  Keep one 
for yourself.
